 Application fee of $300 (This fee is refundable  if you are not accepted into the program. 
Students who withdraw from the program may have this fee refunded until April 19, 2010.)

Cancellation Policy:  Please read and initial to indicate your understanding 
Students who withdraw from the program by April 19, 2010 will have all fees refunded. 

Students who withdraw after April 19, 2010 will only be refunded the portion of the payments  
which has not been committed or spent on his/her behalf.  The application fee will not be 
refunded. 

No fees will be refunded to students who withdraw after May 19, 2010.  Students who do not pay the 
program fees in full by May 19, 2010 will be withdrawn from the program and will not receive 
any refund.
